There will be only one stage briefing. On Saturday morning myself  and 
R/Oswill come out and brief all 20 stages. There will not be any stage 
briefings after that.

There are two classes Precision Hunting and Open gun. Hunting will 
need to abide by Idaho State hunting regulations and the rifle with 
everything attached cannot weigh over 16 pounds. Open guns have no 
upper limit. Calibers up to 416 Barrett and copper solid bullets will be 
allowed. There will be a little hikingbut every shooting area is APA 
accessible. The shooting positions will all be prone in natural terrain. 
Shoot within a reasonable distance from the t-post designating the 
shooting area. All ranges where taken from and to the T-post 

Scoring is 2-1 with a dead target rule.  As soon as the target is hit you 
will move on to the next target. 1st round impact = 2 points and you 
will move to the next target.  If you miss the first attempt you can re-
engage 2nd round impact = 1 point. You will only get two attempts at 
each target. Movers are one pass = 1 engagement (only 2 attempts per 
pass/engagement).  Ties will be broken by stage 21 which will be a 3 
shot group at a Shot Marker. The distance will be given on Saturday 
Morning during the safety briefing
